An overview of the field of interactive human-computer interface systems

As mentioned in the introduction the fields of ergonomics and cognitive science have played (and will continue to play) a significant role in the research and refinement of human computer interaction.

It is acknowledged by the author that ergonomics and cognitive science are important, being both necessary and significant considerations in any interactive human computer interface system. It is, however, argued here that they alone are not sufficient. The principle issue being put forward here is that an understanding the information carrying capacity of human body itself, specifically the physiology of information processing is also necessary to fully optimize interactive human-computer interface systems.
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
